National piquancies poetry evening and »Erotic Dayfly« photographic exhibition

Nani Poljanec is a performer, actor, photographer, folk creator and a passionate collector. The general public knows him for his role of Don Corleone in the television show Hri-bar and for his participation at the Slovene selection for the Eurovision song contest where he came in third. In our gallery he will interpret the collection of national erotic poetry entitled National piquancies from Yugoslavia. This is a collection of 1861 erotic poems, verses and short prose from all parts of former Yugoslavia that were collected and published in a manuscript form (in 50 copies) by the Zagreb literary Mičun M. Pavičević. He performed this in 1936 and strictly for scientific purposes. This rare work is a precious part of the collection found in the Folk Museum Rogaška Slatina. 

When publishing his book Pavičević stated: ‘This book is a result of my long-lasting and hard work, great material sacrifice and a cruel consumption of spiritual energy. Managing to find, kidnap, tear from the hands and collect all of this could be performed merely by a lover of truth and a science fanatic.’
